All members must abide by the following rules:

1. All members must, as far as possible, be kept safe from harm while they are at, or representing the club.

2. No member associated with the club must ask anyone to keep secrets of any kind.

3. Members are not allowed to drink alcohol, smoke or take drugs of any kind whilst on the club premises and must not participate in any club activity whilst under the influence of alcohol or drugs.  Members shall also not promote, give or sell any drugs to another member whilst participating on the club premises or participating in any club activity.
4. Members will respect the coaches, officials and administrators within the club and remember that they are giving their time and expertise freely.
